Welcome to Art II, the next step in your art adventure.  Signing up for this class means you are serious about art and love to challenge yourself creatively, you are developing an independent work ethic  and enjoy experimenting with new media.  This year we will be furthering your knowledge of media, art history, and compositional quality.  The sky is the limit.  We will be focusing on the principles of art and design this year using a number of techniques with different media.    Some of the media familiarize ourselves with:  Charcoal, Graphite, color pencils, paint (acrylic), print making, ceramics, glass, and paper.
A. Remember to keep in mind that your grade is based on your studio work, your studio participation and your sketchbook assignments and written work.  All deadlines will be posted in advanced and the sketchbook assignments will be provided at the beginning of the 9 weeks.  You will have a rubric and objectives for all assignments.

B. Not having assignments on the day they are due will result in a 0 for class participation.  It is always best to communicate with me before the due date if you feel that for some reason you will not be able to meet it.  Full credit is given only on the due date.

Assignment 4—November 3RD
EGYPTIAN-You are an Egyptian artist and you are to record on the walls of  a Pharoh’s pyramid.  Tell about the great flooding of the Nile and the wonderful harvest that your Pharoh god provided for the people and how happy they were.  Research the time when you lived and what would you have used to convey your information. 

 How do the sizes of the Pharoh and the common people differ?

How did artists usually show a story, was it linear? Did it show depth?

What, where, when and why is needed to be included in your Egyptian image.
